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A GLIMPSE TO DISTRICT HARIPUR

Haripur is a district in the Hazara Division of Khyber Pakhtunkhwa (KPK) province,
Pakistan. It is an area full of natural beauty, rich in history, and of huge importance to Pakistan's
economy, education, and culture.

Haripur is a main route connecting Punjab and
Khyber Pakhtunkhwa. It is located approximately 65
kilometers north of Islamabad in Pakistan. To the south,
the district borders Abbottabad, Mansehra, and
Islamabad. The district consists of a variety of terrain -
hills, valleys, and plains with Hazara being one of the
most breathtaking regions, rich with green hillocks
alongside rivers, notably the Haro River.

The town of Haripur was founded in 1822 by
Sardar Hari Singh Nalwa, who was a general of the
Sikh Empire of Maharaja Ranjit Singh. The town was
an initial military post. lts name comes from the
founder: in the Sanskrit language, the word "pur"
means settlement or city. A lot of important events have
taken place in Haripur during both the colonial times of
the British and the independence movement of
Pakistan.

Haripur possesses some important institutions.
A number of these include the University of Haripur
and Pak-Austria Fachhochschule: Institute of Applied
Sciences and Technology that offers education in most
fields. The literacy of the Haripur district is more in
comparison to other districts of Khyber Pakhtunkhwa
and reflects the area's concern toward education.
Schools and colleges have always been prominent in
the area of education for the Haripur region.

Haripur has a diversified economy along with
agriculture, small-scale industries, and trade. Mainly, it
is used for crops such as wheat, maize, and vegetables,
and fruits such as guavas and citrus. This district
contributes through industrial operations, such as major
facilities that include Hattar Industrial Estate-one of the
largest industrial areas in Khyber Pakhtunkhwa. The
industrial estate hosts various businesses that attain vast
opportunities of production, pharmaceuticals, and food
processing industries.

Haripur is surrounded by scenes and is a
gateway to other tourist spots in Hazara and northern
Pakistan. Some of the notable attractions are in or near Haripur are Khanpur Dam, Tarbela Dam,
Haro River and Gandhara Civilization Ruins.

The Roman
Empire, known for its power, structure in governance, and grand engineering, did not come to life
overnight. It took centuries of wars, alliances, innovations, and relentless work before Rome stood
as one of the most influential civilizations in world history.

Several individuals in today's society have a demand for instant gratification. With video
streaming, responses, or maybe a new skill to be learned, we want results to come rapidly. True
success, however, is rarely achieved overnight and happens with a click of the button. In reality,
most valuable achievements require slow action over thought.

No matter how you may perceive it when one is talking about success-be it success in
academics, personal development, or any other form of achievement- the path to glimmer is rarely
short nor easy. You will suffer through setbacks, turmoil, and even skepticism. But with time,
patience and consistency, you will construct something as Roman’s did. Therefore, the next time
you are under immense pressure to complete a task or achieve a goal, remember this proverb and go
about it one step at a time. Keep building your "Rome," brick by brick, and you will sooner or later

realize the fruits of your labor.

Islam and Pakistan

Islam is not merely a religion for the people of Pakistan; it is the foundation of their
identity, culture, and political framework. The creation of Pakistan in 1947 was a monumental
event in the history of South Asia, aimed at providing a homeland for Muslims who sought to
live according to their faith and values. The vision of Pakistan was articulated by its founder,
Muhammad Ali Jinnah, who, in his speeches, emphasized the need for a separate nation where
Muslims could practice their religion freely and develop their cultural identity. Jinnah’s vision
was rooted in the belief that Islam could serve as a guiding force for social justice, equality, and
community welfare.

The ideological basis for Pakistan is deeply intertwined with Islamic principles. The
Lahore Resolution of 1940, which called for the establishment of independent states for

mandates that all existing laws shall be brought into conformity with the injunctions of Islam.
This legal framework underscores the significant role that Islam plays in governance and law-
making, influencing everything from family law to criminal justice.

Islamic teachings permeate social norms and ethics in Pakistan, shaping family life,
education, and community interactions. The importance of family, respect for elders, and
community support are central tenets of Islamic teachings that resonate deeply within Pakistani
society. Religious education is highly valued, and madrasas (Islamic schools) play a crucial role
in imparting religious knowledge alongside secular education. However, the educational
landscape is diverse, with various institutions offering different interpretations of Islam, leading
to a rich tapestry of beliefs and practices.
